Inthe course of our business relationship with you, we collectinformation about you from various sources necessary to provide our workers’
compensation insurance services and products, offer safety information, and operate our business.

State Fund may provide personal or confidentialinformation to third parties when required by law or regulation. State Fund may enter into
contracts with third partiesrelated to the transaction of its workers’ compensation business which may require the transfer of your personal
or confidential information.

State Fundis not subject to California Consumer Privacy Act. State Fund is subjectto the California Public Records Act.

Types of Information We Collect
Inthe normal course of business, we collect:
e Information requested on applications for insurance, processing claims, underwriting, audit, and other forms (such asname, a ddress, and
personal and financial information);
e Information about your transactions with us and withothers (suchas policy coverage, premiums, and payment history);
e Information we receive from credit bureaus (such ascreditreport and claims histories); and
e Information gathered from our websites, blogs and our social mediasites about the nature and extent of your use, such as: in formation
volunteered by you through our online forms, email initiated by you to State Fund, sitevisitdata, or informationcollection devices
(“cookies”).!

State Fund also uses third party analytics products that collectand analyze information about your use of our various webpages, blogsand other
electronic presences.

Definitions of Terms
Personal or confidential information includes, but is not limited to:

1. Confidential information = information about State Fund, a State Fund policyholder, or claimant, or a third party of such nature that it has
independent economic value from not being generally known to the public. State Fund policyholder “confidential information” includes, but is not
limited to, wage or salary information; trade secrets, financial statements, credit reports, and any other information that t he insured has lawfully
designated proprietary or trade secret.

2. Personal Information
For any individual - Information, which alone (e.g. no reference to another source is needed), or in combination with an individual’s name
if lost, compromised, or disclosed without authorization, could result in substantialharm, embarrassment, inconvenience, or unfairness to
an individual.
For Policyholders - Any individually identifiable information gathered in connection withan insurance transaction from which judgments
can be made about an individual’s character, habits, avocations, finances, occupation, general reputation, credit information or any other
personal characteristics.
